
35TH   UAW CONSTITUTIONAL CONVENTION    REPORT AND ELECTION RESULTS- Delegates in attendance for Local 551 were Carlo Bishop, Coby Millender, Scott Houldieson, Carlos Lara & Ryan Rettig from June 14th thru June 17th, 2010.
June 16, 2010 10:49 a.m. Nominations opened for the International Executive Board Officers and the election process started immediately after.

UAW President Candidates are Bob King & Gary Walkowicz. Bob King is the winner after an hour long roll call vote by every local delegate. Results were 75 votes to 2,115 votes. He will be replacing retiring President Ron Gettelfinger. Bob will now direct the National Organizing Department. 

UAW Secretary-Treasurer Candidate is Region 4 Director Dennis Williams ran unopposed for his first term. Dennis will be replacing retiring Secretary-Treasurer Elizabeth Bunn. He is responsible for the accounting Department and related functions, and will direct the union’s Transnational and Joint Ventures and Agricultural Implement Departments.

UAW Vice-President Jimmy Settles who ran unopposed for his second term will direct the National Ford Department, Aerospace, Insurance and Chaplaincy Departments. 

UAW Vice President General Holyfield who ran unopposed for his second term will direct the   Chrysler Department, Heavy Truck and Engine and General Dynamics Department.

UAW Vice-President Joe Ashton who ran unopposed for his first term will direct the General Motors Department and the Union’s new Gaming Department. He will be replacing retiring Vice-President Cal Rapson.

UAW Vice President Cindy Estrada who ran unopposed for her first term will direct the Competitive Shop/Independents, Parts & Suppliers Department and will have responsibility of the organizing efforts in the public sector and Health care sectors.

UAW Trustee’s Phyllis Blust, Daniel Norris and Michael Watier all were unopposed winners.
